Fixture can be wall or ceiling mounted. Wall mounted fixtures

Ceiling mounted fixtures should be on a covered ceiling.

INCANDESCENT MOUNTING --------

1. Remove refractor from backplate.

2. Thread mounting nipple through crossbar. Secure
with locking nut.

3. Secure crossbar to junction box with two screws
provided.

4. Feed supply lines through gasket and make the
necesary wiring connections

5. Align the backplate, the fiberglass pad and the
gasket and push through onto mounting nipple.
Secure with locking cap.

6. Install lamp and refractor.
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Before starting the assembly, attach conduit
Mounting to the desired conduit entrance(s) in the back box.
1/4-20 bolt 1. Remove the refractor by removing refractor screw

and washer

and pull the refractor out from the 2 notches on

CFL ballast the opposite side

2. Remove CFL ballast cover by removing it's
retaining screws.

3. Attach the Van1 fixture to the back box as
indicated in the drawing.

4. Reattach the CFL ballast cover and the refractor.

TAMPERPROOF SCREWS

RAB Vandalproof fixtures are shipped with both standard
Phillips head screws and tamperproof screws.

WIRING

Use supply wire rated for 90°C.

1. Connect the fixture lead to the black supply lead.

2. Connect the common fixture lead to white supply
lead.

3. Connect supply ground wire to fixture ground screw.

RE-LAMPING

For maximum security, use tamperproof screw.
Tighten with Center Pin Torx screwdriver (catalog
#Vandriver). == Q¥
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Caution: Prior to installing, check that the lamp is of proper type and wattage. Observe lamp manufacturer’s
recommendations on lamp operation, ballast type and burning positions.

Disconnect power. Make sure fixture and lamp are
cool enough to touch.

1. Loosen screws holding refractor.

2. Remove refractor and install lamp.

3. Close refractor and re-install screws.

CLEANING

CAUTION: Be sure power is off. Be sure fixture
temperature is cool enough to touch.

TROUBLESHOOTING CHECKLIST

Check that:
1. Proper lamp is installed. Lamp is not faulty.
2. Line voltage at the fixture is proper.
