() into rail with phillips head screw driver. Thread caps onto adapters.
4. Check rail with a level to insure system has been installed evenly. You may
unthread either the power feed or support adapter to adjust the pitch of the POWE R FEED /

rail. Do not unthread more than 1/8". SU PPO RT INSTALLATION

1. Determine length of pendant and shorten cable from the splice compartment (
